Research on Non-public Enterprises' Ideological and Political
Work Participating in the Integrated Development of Curriculum
Ideology and Politics under the Background of School-Enterprise
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Abstract: In the new era context of school-enterprise cooperation led by Party building, non-public enterprises, as the “main
force” in regional economic development, their ideological and political work is not only an important guarantee for
consolidating the ruling foundation of the Party, but also a key link in promoting the collaborative education between schools
and enterprises. Taking Guangxi Hezhou High-Tech Zone as the research object, this paper, combined with the practical cases
of more than 170 regulated non-public enterprises, analyzes the important value of non-public enterprises’ ideological and
political work participating in the integrated development of curriculum ideology and politics from three dimensions:
political guidance, collaborative education, and social services. It also dissects the current practical challenges such as
deviations in ideological understanding, faults in school-enterprise collaboration, and barriers in resource integration.
Furthermore, it explores an integration model with Party building as the core, education-oriented as the guide, culture as the
bridge, system as the foundation, and service as the key path. It explains the two-way enlightenment for enterprise talent
training and university curriculum ideological and political construction, providing references for the integrated development
of ideological and political work in non-public enterprises and curriculum ideology and politics in the new era.
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
