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Abstract: Promoting the construction of provincial-level first-class ideological and political theory courses (hereinafter
referred to as "ideological and political courses") is the core grasp for colleges and universities to implement the fundamental
task of fostering virtue through education. At present, the practical teaching of ideological and political courses still faces
three practical dilemmas: loose connection with theoretical teaching, making it difficult to form an educational joint force;
the educational function remains at the surface level, failing to reach the depth of students' thoughts; and the combination
with the cultivation of socialist core values is rigid, resulting in a "two skins" phenomenon. This paper introduces the
theoretical perspective of "two-way empowerment" and constructs an innovative practical teaching model of ideological and
political courses with "value guidance - practical tempering" as the core. It focuses on clarifying the two-way empowerment
relationships between theoretical teaching and practical teaching, teachers' leadership and students' subjectivity, and
on-campus resources and social fields, and systematically explores the "five-in-one" integration mechanism of "goal
isomorphism - content reconstruction - process reengineering - platform integration - evaluation value-added". Through the
in-depth innovation of the practical teaching model, the organic unity of knowledge impartment, ability cultivation and value
shaping is realized, the pertinence and effectiveness of core values cultivation are effectively improved, and operable

theoretical references and practical paths are provided for the high-quality development of provincial-level first-class
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ideological and political courses.
