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Application of Narrative Nursing Teaching Model in Standardized
Training of Newly Recruited Nurses
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Abstract: A thorough exploration of the practical effectiveness of the narrative nursing teaching model in the standardized
training of newly recruited nurses, analyzing the impact of this teaching model on their humanistic care abilities and sense of
professional value recognition. This study selected 168 newly recruited nurses at our hospital from January 2023 to December
2024 as the research subjects, implementing a progressive cultivation path of theoretical cognition—practical application—ability
internalization. The humanistic care ability and professional value identification of newly recruited nurses were evaluated
before and after the implementation of the narrative teaching program. After the implementation of the narrative nursing
teaching model, nurses' humanistic care ability and professional value recognition were better than before implementation
(P<0.05). The total score of humanistic care ability increased from (173.75+£11.67) points to (226.25+12.95) points, and the
total score of professional values increased from (92.93+7.54) points to (121.57+8.45) points. The application of the narrative
nursing teaching model in the standardized training of newly recruited nurses helps enhance humanistic care ability and
professional value recognition, playing a positive role in improving the overall quality of nursing staff and clinical nursing
service capability.
