Research on the Intervention of Rural Public Art in Red Tourism Routes: A Case

Study of Hong'an County in the Dabie Mountains

Abstract:Under the background of the integrated development of national rural revitalization and red tourism, this study
focuses on the issue of "symbolic shellization" in the construction of public art in the red tourism routes of the
revolutionary old areas in the Dabie Mountains. The research finds that the current red cultural landmarks have problems
such as the disconnection between art and the narrative of red spirit, the lack of participation mechanisms, the incomplete
sustainable operation system, and the superficial exploration of local cultural resources. It proposes strategies such as
reconstructing red memory spaces through narrative art installations, enhancing the experience through digital
technology, collaborative management of "government, society, and art", and innovative transformation of local
resources. The aim is to strengthen the cultural identification and emotional resonance of the red tourism routes, and

promote the integrated development of rural revitalization and red tourism.
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
