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A Survey of Internship Satisfaction of Undergraduate Students Majoring in

Abstract: Internship is an important practical activity for preschool education students to acquire knowledge and skills,
and the quality of internship directly affects the quality of talent training for preschool education majors, and students'
internship satisfaction can well reflect the quality of internship. This study took undergraduate students majoring in
preschool education as the survey object, and through a questionnaire survey, we investigated the internship satisfaction
of undergraduate students majoring in preschool education in six dimensions: internship organization and management,
internship kindergarten environment, kindergarten instructor, school instructor, internship content, and internship harvest.
The differences in students' satisfaction with internship in the nature of internship and the choice of internship garden
were further analyzed. The results of the survey show that the students' internship satisfaction is relatively high, but there
are some problems: students' lack of awareness of internship, unclear internship intention, imperfect organization and
management of the internship process in colleges and universities, and students are greatly affected by the nature of the
kindergarten and the allocation of internships. On this basis, relevant educational suggestions are put forward to improve

the internship quality and satisfaction of undergraduate students majoring in preschool education.
