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An Empirical Study on the Influence of Different Sports on Primary School

Students' Character Shaping Based on the Theory of Event Group Training

Abstract: This paper adopts the methods of literature review, questionnaire survey and mathematical statistics, taking
the sixth-grade primary school students of Xiahe Primary School in Pengxi County, Sichuan Province as the research
objects, and uses one-way ANOVA, Pearson correlation and independent sample t-test to count and compare the survey
data. The results show that same-field confrontational, net-separated confrontational, endurance, and rotational offensive
and defensive confrontational events all have certain positive effects on pupils' character; there is a significant negative
correlation between extraversion-introversion (E) and neuroticism (N) (r=-0.485, P<0.01), that is, the higher the degree
of extraversion, the stronger the emotional stability; there is no significant difference in the correlation between different
sports events and the character of boys and girls. This study is cross-sectional data, only reflecting the current correlation,
and the long-term effect needs further verification.
