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A Comparative Study of Piano Teaching Systems in Chinese and British

Universities: Concepts, Courses, and Evaluation Mechanisms

Abstract: With the rapid development of the internationalization process of global higher education, the piano
teaching system has shown a diversified development trend in terms of concepts, curriculum settings, and
evaluation mechanisms. This paper analyzes the core differences and complementary characteristics in educational
concepts, curriculum structures, and evaluation methods by comparing the piano teaching practices in Chinese and
British universities. Representative institutions such as the School of Music of Nanchang University in China and
the Royal Birmingham Conservatoire of Birmingham City University in the UK were selected for the study.
Methods such as literature analysis, comparison of teaching documents, and semi - structured interviews were
adopted to systematically sort out the institutional characteristics and implementation effects of piano courses in the
two countries. The results show that Chinese universities emphasize the systematicness and standardization of
technical training, while British universities pay more attention to individual differences, creative expression, and
process - based evaluation. Based on this, this paper proposes suggestions for integrated reform, advocates the
construction of a new framework for university piano teaching that is "student - centered and emphasizes both
systematicness and individuality", and looks forward to future internationalization of piano teaching and cross -

cultural teaching exchanges.
