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Research on Practical Approaches to Integrating Red Culture into the Vocational

Abstract: This study aims to systematically explore effective practical pathways for integrating the unique red culture
resources of the Three Gorges region into the modern vocational education system. The research first defines the
profound connotation of the Three Gorges migrants’ red cultural heritage, centered on the core values of "sacrificing
individual interests for the nation," the spirit of arduous entrepreneurship, and the ethos of united cooperation, and further
elaborates on the necessity of its creative transformation in the context of the new era. Through an empirical examination
of vocational institutions in the Three Gorges region, with Wanzhou District as a representative case, the study identifies
current challenges in the integration process, including superficial understanding of cultural values, homogenization of
content delivery, the "phenomenon of disconnect” between moral education and technical training, and fragmented
collaborative mechanisms. Guided by the principle of "upholding core values while innovating," this research constructs
three interconnected practical pathways: first, the Content Transformation Pathway, deepening the shift of red culture
from historical narrative to curricular elements to achieve "ideological integration into professions" and modular course
design; second, the Methodological Transformation Pathway, transforming educational models from one-way instruction
to experiential learning to enable digital empowerment and practice-oriented cultivation; third, the Platform
Transformation Pathway, expanding educational spaces from classroom settings to multidimensional matrices to foster
synergy between campus culture and social practice. This study aims to provide theoretical and practical references for
vocational institutions in the Three Gorges region and nationwide to fulfill the fundamental mission of "fostering virtue
through education" and cultivate high-skilled talents with both moral integrity and technical excellence.
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
