Abstract: The integration of rural tourism and culture has become a key mechanism to promote regional development,
and realize the protection of cultural heritage while promoting economic growth. Through literature induction, this paper
integrates the key themes of rural tourism and cultural communication, summarizes the existing theoretical framework
and empirical findings, and systematically explores the interaction between the two. The results show that: cultural
integration can significantly enhance tourism attraction by embedding local traditions into tourist experience;
Community empowerment strengthens social and cultural resilience and stakeholder participation; Sustainable practice
can effectively alleviate negative impacts and balance economic benefits and cultural ecological protection. However,
there is still a significant gap between policy implementation and resource allocation, and it is urgent to develop
situational strategies. The study emphasizes the necessity of using interdisciplinary methods to coordinate cultural
communication and tourism development, and provides practical paths for policy-making. Through the integration of
multiple perspectives, it deepens the theoretical cognition and practical enlightenment on the cultural sustainability of

rural tourism, and lays the foundation for exploring the inclusive integration mode.
