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The Current Situation and Improvement Strategies of Sense of Self-Worth and

Teaching Innovation among Young Rural Preschool Teachers

Abstract: To explore the impact of rural preschool teachers' sense of self-worth on teaching innovation, this study
selected 116 rural preschool teachers from Sichuan Province as samples and conducted research using the questionnaire
survey method and grouped regression analysis method. The results showed that the sense of self-worth of novice
teachers (teaching experience < 5 years) had no significant predictive effect on teaching innovation, while the sense of
self-worth of senior teachers (teaching experience > 5 years) had a significant positive predictive effect on teaching
innovation (B = 0.324, p < 0.05). The study suggests that a phased teacher support system should be constructed to

improve the quality of rural preschool education.
