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A Study on the Application of Group Text Reading in Junior High School

Abstract: Reading serves as a crucial input method in junior high school English teaching. However, traditional
single-text reading is plagued by issues such as fragmented themes, a lack of diversity in text types, and insufficient
reading volume, making it difficult to meet the requirements of the Curriculum Standards and the needs of cultivating
core competencies. By defining the concept of Group Text Reading and clarifying its operational procedures, this paper
elaborates on the application of Group Text Reading in junior high school English reading teaching from three
dimensions: pre-class, in-class, and post-class.
