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Abstract:Against the backdrop of the deepening  “Healthy China”  strategy and ongoing medical and health system
reforms, integrity in the medical industry has drawn increasing societal attention. As the future backbone of the
profession, medical students’  integrity education during their academic years directly influences the credibility and
long-term health of the medical sector. From the perspective of new-era medical ethics, this paper examines the
significance of strengthening integrity culture education for medical students—consolidating professional foundations,
improving talent cultivation systems, and fostering an integrity-focused medical environment. It also identifies current
shortcomings, including fragmented and unsystematic curricula, limited educational methods, and insufficient
collaboration between medical colleges and their affiliated hospitals. Corresponding countermeasures include
establishing a systematic integrity education framework, innovating teaching formats and platforms, and engaging

society at large to cultivate integrity among medical students.
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
