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Analysis of Online Public Opinion on the Inversion of the Number of

Undergraduate and Postgraduate Students in Universities

Abstract: With the wide application of Internet information technology, the Internet has become the main source of
social public opinion. This study focuses on the phenomenon of "inversion of the number of undergraduate and
postgraduate students", that is, the new trend where the number of postgraduate students exceeds that of undergraduate
students. By conducting an in-depth analysis of user comments on Weibo and Douyin platforms, this study explores the
public's views and concerns regarding the phenomenon of "the inversion of the number of postgraduate students".
Research has found that the public generally believes that this phenomenon is mainly attributed to employment pressure,
market demand and the development needs of colleges and universities. At the same time, the public is also concerned
that this trend may lead to the devaluation of academic qualifications, a decline in educational quality, an increase in
economic burden and intensified social competition. To address these issues, this study suggests strengthening the quality
assurance of postgraduate education, promoting the integration of industry and education, and enhancing employment

guidance services, in order to alleviate public concerns and facilitate the healthy development of postgraduate education.
