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Watanabe Kinichi and his Byzantine Studies

Abstract: Wananebe Kinichi is a pioneer of Byzantine studies in Japan. Although Byzantine studies in China, Japan, and
worldwide have made significant progress since his active period, Watanabe's exploration of this field and the
development of his historical methodology remain valuable today. This article will introduce Watanabe's historiography
from three perspectives. In the first section, we will analyze the debate of Byzantine feudalism from Watanabe's
perspective and describe the relating arguments in Japan. In the second section, we will explore Watanabe's translations
of Byzantine studies in USSR. Finally, we will focus on his views on comparative history in his middle and late
historiographic practice, exploring the possibilities of comparing Byzantium with the Chinese and Arabic world while in
reference with the perspectives of surrounding scholars. Through the introduction of the Watanabe Kinichi's research on
Byzantium and relating fields, his historiographic practice may also provide certain inspiration and reference for our

Roman and Byzantine studies.
