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The Application of Orff's Teaching Philosophy in Percussion Activities in
Kindergartens —Taking the Percussion Activity '""Cuckoo' in the Senior Class
as an Example

Abstract: Music, as a foundational art form and cultural expression, holds significant importance for the multifaceted
growth of young children. As society's understanding of music education deepens, Orff music education, which aligns
with the needs of early childhood education, has become an appropriate approach for introducing children to art
education. In the large-group percussion activity "Cuckoo Bird," which draws inspiration from the three characteristics of
Orff music education, the introduction phase focuses on authenticity, starting with natural sounds to initiate the activity.
The segmented perception phase embodies comprehensiveness, using rhythm training and vocal percussion to engage
multiple senses and help children fully grasp the musical rhythm. The self-designed orchestration plan phase highlights
creativity, with children designing their own orchestration plans and then performing them collaboratively. Finally, the
activity is extended back to authenticity, with a forest music corner activity to help children enhance their musical
perception and expressiveness.
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
