The Intrinsic Reasons, Principal Challenges and Practical Pathways for
Enhancing Party Governance Capabilities in the New Era

Abstract: This article, adopting the perspective of intra-party governance, first briefly outlines the specific content and
significance encompassed by the concept of party governance. It then elaborates on the intrinsic reasons for enhancing
party governance capabilities and discusses the principal challenges encountered in this process. Finally, it explores the
practical requirements for enhancing party governance capacity, arguing that: first, it is essential to rigorously implement
democratic centralism to invigorate intra-party political life; second, building a learning-oriented party is crucial to
enhance the Party's capacity to apply and develop theory; and third, resolutely advancing the Party's self-revolution is
vital to ensure the steady progress of the Party and the people's cause.
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
