Abstract:Driven by the national strategies of Rural Revitalization and Cultural and Tourism Integration, the
living inheritance of intangible cultural heritage is increasingly becoming a key force in promoting social
progress and cultural revitalization in ethnic regions. The marriage customs of the Liangshan Yi people, as a
composite cultural system integrating language, literature, religion, customary law, and ethical concepts, face
dual challenges from the process of modernization and the alienation brought by tourism development. Based
on the perspective of cultural and tourism integration, this paper systematically reviews the overall genealogy
and cultural logic of Yi marriage customs from their historical origins to modern practices. The study finds
that the current tourism development of Yi marriage customs exhibits issues such as "simplification of rituals,
breaks in transmission, and hollowing out of meaning." In response, this paper innovatively integrates theories
from environmental psychology, aesthetics, and value co-creation to propose constructing innovative
pathways from four dimensions: "narrative reconstruction — spatial empowerment — community activation —
industrial synergy," and establishes a complete "Expected Outcomes and Evaluation Indicator System." The
research emphasizes the necessity to adhere to the principles of "benefit-sharing, cultural respect, and subject
return," and to properly handle the three core relationships between tourists and residents, development and
protection, and benefit distribution. This aims to achieve a virtuous cycle where Liangshan Yi marriage
customs develop through protection and are inherited through development, providing a solution with both
theoretical support and practical significance for cultural revitalization and the deep integration of culture and
tourism in ethnic regions.
