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Research on Digital Promotion Strategies for Traditional Vernacular Dwellings

Abstract: As a physical embodiment of the convergence between Jingchu culture and Huizhou architectural techniques,
traditional vernacular dwellings in southeastern Hubei, with Xianning City as the core area, preserve a rich legacy of
historical architectural heritage. This study analyzes their historical-cultural significance, architectural craftsmanship
value, and current challenges including underdeveloped local economies, inadequate dissemination, and insufficient
cultural identity. It proposes tailored strategies: establishing digital databases through laser scanning and BIM modeling,
creating immersive scenarios via VR/AR technologies, and enhancing dissemination through interactive games and short
videos. Findings demonstrate that digitalization can elevate rural tourism experiences by transforming "sightseeing" into
"immersive participation" innovating "single-product offerings" into "diversified formats" and reshaping regional identity
through cultural IP dissemination. The research provides technical pathways for digital promotion of traditional

dwellings and rural tourism upgrading, offering referential value for other economically underdeveloped regions.
