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Research on the Path of Integrating Hakka Nursery Rhymes into Kindergarten
Curriculum under the Background of '""Two Innovations"
From the Perspective of Cultural Ecology

Abstract: Under the strategic background of the "creative transformation and innovative development" of China's
excellent traditional culture, this study takes cultural ecology as the theoretical framework and comprehensively applies
mixed research methods such as bibliometric analysis, questionnaire survey (N = 511), in-depth interview (N = 18) and
participatory observation to systematically analyze the current situation and path of integrating Meizhou Hakka nursery
rhymes into kindergarten curriculum. The study finds that the comprehensive score of the cultural niche of the integration
of nursery rhymes is 3.02 points (on a 5-point scale). The core bottlenecks are manifested as the insufficient cultural
capital of teachers ( = 0.48), the lack of family cultural habits (B = 0.35) and the weak institutional support ( = 0.29).
The qualitative research further reveals the deep-seated contradictions such as the break of the language ecology and the
game of curriculum power. Based on the theory of "cultural ecosystem restoration", the study proposes a
three-dimensional collaborative path of constructing the resource system at the material culture level, improving the rules
at the institutional culture level, and cultivating the identification at the spiritual culture level, providing an empirical
reference and methodological inspiration for the transformation of local traditional culture in preschool education.
