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Research on the Communication of Automobile Culture in the Perspective of
Serious Games

Abstract: Currently, cultural heritage communication is experiencing a profound transformation from one-way output to
multi-dimensional interaction. This paper focuses on the practice of serious games in Beijing Auto Museum, and
explores how narrative reconstruction, technological empowerment and scene innovation can facilitate the change from
static display to dynamic interactive communication of automobile culture. The study shows that the serious game of
Beijing Auto Museum takes embodied cognition as the theoretical background, and builds a multimodal experience field
through projects such as ‘The Birth of the Detective’ and ‘The Thousand-Year Prints of the Ruts’, embedding the history
of automobiles, mechanical principles and cultural values into role-playing, puzzle-solving and exploration game
mechanisms, forming a new communication system that integrates history, science and cultural elements. The study
further points out that auto museums need to deepen the interdisciplinary narrative framework, strengthen the support of
Al, AR, VR and other technologies for the immersive experience, and build a globalized communication ecology. The
innovative practice of Beijing Auto Museum verifies the value of serious games in the science communication of
automobile thematic museums, and provides a referable path for the digital inheritance of cultural heritage.
