A Discourse Analysis Perspective on the Governance of Linguistic Landscapes

Abstract: Traditional governance of linguistic landscapes has long relied on manual error correction, which suffers from
persistent issues such as non-standardized production, delayed error rectification, and fragmented revision practices in
both generation and governance processes. Halliday (1985: 10) defines a text as "any instance of language that is
operational in a context of situation," encompassing oral, written, and other semiotic modalities. This theoretical
foundation enables us to reconceptualize linguistic landscapes as cohesive discourses. By textualizing linguistic
landscapes, we can systematically organize and refine multimodal data, thereby offering novel pathways for both

research and governance of language practices in the Al era.
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
